Play Skills/Social Skills
- Engages in pretend play

- Engages in parallel play (playing next to

  other kids)

- Stacks and assembles toys and objects

- Shares toys with other children

Speech Skills
- Says all vowel sounds

- Regularly uses p, b, and m sounds

Language Skills
- Can follow 2-3 step related commands 

- Understands the concepts of “one” and “all”

- Names 1 color

- Regularly uses 2-3 word phrases

- Answers “yes/no” questions correctly 

- Gives directions and asks basic WH-questions

  (who, what, where)

- Uses 200-300 words
