
Play Skills/Social Skills
- Plays cooperatively with other children

- Pretends to be something or someone else

- Takes turns during games

Speech Skills
- Says all vowel sounds

- Regularly uses p, b, m, h, n, k, g, w, d, and t            

  sounds

- Speech is approximately 75% understandable

Language Skills
- Can follow 3 step unrelated commands

  without cueing

- Understands size concepts (big, small)

- Understands and names basic colors

- Asks “why” questions

- Understands basic spatial terms (in, on, under,     

  etc.)

- Uses words like “a,” “the,” and “am” in

  sentences 

- Uses regular past tense verbs (jumped, played,

  etc.)
